New Life for All Creation

Easter is the Church’s celebration of the resurrection of
Jesus Christ — we celebrate his victory over death. More
than that, we celebrate the new life that Jesus gives to us
and to all creation. As St. Paul wrote in the Letter to the
Romans, because of the resurrection of Jesus, “the creation
itself will be set free from its bondage to decay and obtain
the glorious liberty of the children of God.” (8:21)

This new life has been symbolized in art in a myriad of
ways, including a cross that is budding out in new life, just
as the trees around us are even now pushing out new
shoots.

When I was at the Church of the Resurrection in Oklahoma
City, we used just such an image as our parish’s symbol. It
was a wonderful reminder that Jesus conquered death and
brought new life to all creation, even the dead wood of the
CTOSS.

Another way of illustrating and emphasizing resurrection
life is to have a cross with flowers around it. The flowers,
just as with the budding shoots, symbolize the new life
offered to us in Jesus Christ.

With this in mind, I would like to invite all the members of
the parish (and not just the children as is so often the
custom) to bring a cut flower from their garden to decorate
the cross that will be at the entrance to the church.

By flowering the cross we speak a silent,
yet very powerful message of hope. By
flowering the cross we proclaim that
Jesus is indeed risen from the dead, and
that his resurrection brings new life to us
and to all creation.
